Manydown Rifle Club

Rules

Name

1. The Club shall be called the “Manydown Rifle Club”.

OBJECTS

2. The object of the club is to encourage skill in rifle shooting, by providing instruction and practice in the use of the full-bore rifle to any of Her Majesty’s subjects so they will be better fitted to serve their Country in the Armed Forces, Territorial Army and other organisations in which their services may be required in the defence of the Realm in times of peril.
OPERATION OF THE CLUB

3. The Club shall operate at all times within the criteria laid down by the Secretary of State for the operation of Home Office approved clubs.

4. The committee shall be empowered to introduce such rules and regulations as may be necessary to comply with those criteria.
AFFILIATION

5. The Club shall be affiliated to the National Rifle Association and any other Rifle Association, which may be considered by the Committee.

CLASSES OF MEMBERSHIP

6. Members of the club shall be classified as
i. Annual Members; or
ii. Social Members.
ANNUAL MEMBERS

7. Application for Membership shall be made to the Honorary Secretary, an Officer or Member of the Committee. Such application shall be considered at the next meeting of the Committee. The Committee may refuse to admit any person for membership without assigning any reason.

Social Members are members that wish to support the club, but are not entitled to shoot in club matches or events.
SUBSCRIPTIONS

8. The amount of the Annual Subscription shall be determined from time to time at the Annual General Meeting of the Club. PROVIDE ALWAYS that the Annual Members under the age of 21 years on 1st April each year need only pays one half of the Annual Subscription so determined.

No member shall be entitled to represent the Club in any shooting nor take part in or receive any prize in nay shooting competition of the Club unless his Annual subscription be fully paid up before the commencement of the shooting in that match or competition.

REGISTER OF MEMBERSHIP

9. The Honorary Secretary of the Club shall cause to be maintained a register of the Annual Members participation in any shoot, match or competition of the Club, and to inserted in such register such particulars of those persons as may be requires by the terms of the Firearms Acts 1968 (or any subsequent enactment or amendment thereof) by way of verification of membership of those persons of the Club.
Such particulars as are necessary must be supplied to the Secretary prior to the said shoot, match or competition, and in default thereof those persons shall not be entitled to participate therein.

RIGHTS OF MEMBERS

10. Every Annual Member of the Club shall have the following rights: -

a) To receive notice of and attend and vote at all meetings of the Club: 

b) to represent the Club, if selected

c) To take part in those shooting competitions of the Club for which he or she is eligible

d) To offer himself for election as an Officer or to the membership of the Committee of the Club.

e) To hire a Club Rifle or telescope or other piece of shooting equipment if available and to purchase ammunition from the Club when representing it.

RESIGNATION OF MEMBERSHIP

11. Any member may resign by notice in writing to the Honorary Secretary, but if such notice be given later than 30th June in am- year or if he shall have represented the Club in any shoot or competed in any competition organized by the Club in that year he shall remain liable to pay the Annual Subscription due from him for that year.

REMOVAL OF MEMBERSHIP

12. The Committee may remove from the Register of Members any Member whose conduct at Bisley or any range or premises used by the Club, or elsewhere. Is unsafe, unseemly, objectionable, calculated to bring the Club into dispute, or who fails to comply with any Rule or Regulation made by the Club or by the Committee. Such Member shall have no claim on the Club for any subscription or entrance fee paid He may appeal against the decision of the Committee to an Extraordinary General Meeting of the Club, provided that notice is given to the Honorary Secretary within fourteen days of the receipt of the notice of his removal from the Club.

THE OFFICERS

13. The Officers of the Club shall consist of a President. Vice - Presidents of any number, a Chairman, Honorary Secretary and an Honorary Treasurer, all of whom shall retire at each Annual General meeting. Subject to eligibility they them may offer themselves for re-election for the ensuing year.

THE COMMITTEE

14. The committee shall consist of the Chairman, the Captain, the Honorary Secretary, and up to three other members of the Club elected at the Annual General Meeting.

ELIGIBILITY FOR ELECTION AS AN OFFICER OR TO THE COMMITTEE

15. With the exception of any Vice-Presidents, the Officers and other members of the Committee shall be elected from the Annual members of the Club.

CAUSAL VACANCIES AND SUB - COMMITTEES

16. The Committee may fill any causal vacancy occurring for any reason on the Committee or in any office, save that no appointment to the office of President or Vice- President may be made otherwise than at the General Meeting of the Members. The committee may also form sub - committee for any purpose, co-opt any additional Members thereon, and prescribe the terms of the reference and powers thereof.

POWERS OF THE COMMITTEE

17. The affairs of the Club shall be managed by the Committee, which shall have full powers to act on behalf of the Club in all matters nit reserved for decision at the General Meeting of the Members. The Honorary Secretary shall convene meeting of the Committee at such time and place as the Committee shall think fit. A quorum at Meeting of the Committee shall be three Members.

VOTE IN COMMITTEE

18. The Committee may make such arrangements as it thinks fit for voting upon propositions for membership in default of which voting shall be a simple majority upon a show of hands. All other questions shall be simple majority upon a show of hands unless the Chairman directs a ballot be taken.

MONEY AND PROPERTY

19. All monies and property (including ammunition) belonging to the Club shall be kept in the custody of the Chairman, the Captain, the Honorary Secretary and the Honorary Treasurer who may make such arrangements as to their holding and safe custody as they think fit under the direction of the Committee.
The Committee may pay accounts and incur any normal liabilities on behalf of the Club. The Committee and Officers are hereby indemnified by the Club against any claim or demand in respect of any liability properly and bona-fide incurred on behalf of the Club.

Any trustee so appointed must be Annual Members of the Club

THE TRUSTEES

20. In the event of the Club being for the time being possessed of investments or other property, the title to which is according to the law required to be invested in individuals on behalf of the Club, the Committee shall nominate two trustees to hold such investments and property accordingly.

ACCOUNTS AND AUDIT

21. The Annual accounts of the Club shall be made up to 31’ December in each year and audited by the Honorary Auditor. A copy of the account shall be made available to each Member attending the Annual General Meeting or upon request.

GENERAL MEETING ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

22. The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held in every year so far as is practical on the day of the Club’s Annual Championship in October but in any event not later than 30th November at a place to be determined by the Committee of which 14 days notice shall be given to each Member of the Club entitled to attend and vote to transact the following business:​

a) to receive and, if approved, to adopt the annual accounts of the Club to the end of the preceding year:

b) to elect the Officers of the Club and other members of the Committees; 

c) to elect the Honorary Auditor;

d) to determine the amount of the Annual Subscription for the ensuing year;

e) to deal with any special matters which the Committee desires to bring before the Members and to receive suggestions from the Members for consideration by the Committee;
f) to deal with any other special business of which not less than seven days notice in writing has been given to the Honorary Secretary;
EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING

23. An Extraordinary General Meeting of the Club shall be call at any time by the authority of the Committee or by the Honorary Secretary upon receipt of a written requisition sign by at least ten Annual Members specifying the business to be transacted shall be sent to every Member qualified to attend and vote.

QUORUM

24. The Quorum at General Meeting of the Club shall be the greater of either ten Annual Members or 10% of Annual Members, entitled to attend and vote thereat.

VOTING

25. Except as herein provided questions shall be decided at the General Meeting by simple majority upon a shoe of hands unless the Chairman directs that a ballot be taken. The Chairman may exercise a casting vote in the event of a tie.

ALTERATION OF RULES

26. No addition, amendments or alterations of these Rules of the Club shall be made by a two thirds majority at a General Meeting of the Club duly convened. Notice of any proposed addition amendment or alteration of these Rules must be included in the Agenda for proposals and must be forwarded to the Honorary Secretary in writing at least 21 days in advance of the said Meeting. The Committee shall have the power to legislate upon any point not provided for in these Rules.

SHOOTING

27. All Shooting shall be governed by the National Rifle Association regulations for the time being in force unless otherwise specified by the Committee.

DISSOLUTION

28. In the event of the Club being wound up the property and assets of the Club shall not belong to the Members of the Club but shall be made over to the Officers for the tome being of the National Rifle Association to be applied by them either in developing the work of the Association itself or for the benefit of some other Institution with the object similar to those of the Club as the Officers of the said Association may determine, or to any other Institution recognized by law as a Charity which the Committee of the Club in its sole discretion may direct.
